Topic: Safe Medication Administration and Error Reduction: Identifying an Action that Requires an
Incident Report (Active Learning Template - Basic Concept)
¢ The nurse must complete an incident report when a medication error occurs, such as giving the wrong
drug, dose, route, or patient.
¢ An incident report is required if a client receives a medication late or misses a dose that could affect
their safety or treatment.
® The nurse should also file an incident report if a client experiences an adverse reaction or harm related
to a medication, even if the correct drug and dose were given.

Topic: Antibiotics Affecting the Bacterial Cell Wall: Identifying Allergic Reactions to Penicillin (Active
Learning Template - Medication)
¢ The nurse should recognize allergic reactions such as rash, itching, swelling, or hives after taking
penicillin
¢ The nurse should immediately report signs of anaphylaxis, including difficulty breathing, wheezing,
or sudden airway swelling.
¢ The nurse should stop the medication and notify the provider at the first sign of an allergic response.
Topic: Cardiac Glycosides and Heart Failure: Teaching About Adverse Effects of Digoxin (Active
Learning Template - Medication)
¢ The nurse should teach the client to report vision changes such as blurred vision, yellow halos, or
flashing lights, which may indicate digoxin toxicity.
¢ The nurse should instruct the client to monitor for nausea, vomiting, and fatigue, which can also be
early signs of toxicity.
® The nurse should reinforce the importance of checking pulse before taking digoxin and reporting a
heart rate below 60 beats per minute.
Topic: Depressive Disorders: Identifying a Contraindication of Fluoxetine (Active Learning Template -
Medication)
¢ The nurse should know that fluoxetine is contraindicated in clients taking MAOISs due to the risk of
serotonin syndrome.
¢ The nurse should avoid fluoxetine in clients with a history of severe liver disease because metabolism
of the drug may be impaired.
® The nurse should monitor for increased suicidal thoughts in young adults, as this is a known risk with
antidepressants.

Topic: Anxiety and Trauma- And Stressor-Related Disorders: Evaluating a Client Who Is Taking
Escitalopram (Active Learning Template - Medication)
¢ The nurse should expect to see reduced anxiety, improved mood, and decreased irritability as the
client continues escitalopram therapy.
¢ The nurse should evaluate for better sleep, concentration, and daily functioning as signs the
medication is effective.
e The nurse should ensure the client reports fewer physical symptoms of anxiety, such as restlessness,
muscle tension, or panic sensations.
Topic: Chronic Neurologic Disorders: Indications for the Administration of Phenytoin (Active
Learning Template - Medication)
¢ The nurse should administer phenytoin to prevent or control tonic-clonic seizures and focal seizures.
¢ The nurse should recognize that phenytoin is indicated for long-term seizure management, not for
treating absence seizures.
® The nurse should give phenytoin when therapeutic drug levels are needed to maintain seizure control
and prevent recurrence.
Topic: Peptic Ulcer Disease: Evaluating Effectiveness of Famotidine (Active Learning Template -
Medication)
¢ The nurse should expect reduced abdominal pain and discomfort as famotidine decreases stomach
acid production.
¢ The nurse should observe improvement in symptoms such as heartburn, nausea, or indigestion.
® The nurse should evaluate for healing of ulcers, which may be confirmed through decreased
gastrointestinal bleeding or follow-up endoscopy.

Topic: Connective Tissue Disorders: Teaching About Infliximab (Active Learning Template -
Medication)




Topic:

The nurse should teach the client that infliximab suppresses the immune system, so they must report
signs of infection such as fever, chills, or sore throat.

The nurse should tell the client that TB testing is required before starting therapy because infliximab
can reactivate latent tuberculosis

The nurse should instruct the client to receive the medication as an I'V infusion and to expect regular
monitoring throughout treatment.

Endocrine Disorders: Client Teaching About Antidiuretic Hormones (Active Learning

Template - Medication)

Topic:

The nurse should explain that antidiuretic hormone medications, such as desmopressin, help the body
retain water and reduce excessive urination.

The nurse should teach the client to report symptoms of water intoxication—such as headache,
confusion, or drowsiness—because these may indicate fluid overload.

The nurse should emphasize the importance of following prescribed fluid restrictions to prevent
hyponatremia.

Growth Factors: Route of Administration for Epoetin Alfa (Active Learning Template -

Medication)

The nurse should administer epoetin alfa either subcutaneously or intravenously, depending on the
provider’s order.

The nurse should monitor hemoglobin levels regularly to determine the effectiveness of therapy and
avoid excessive increases.

The nurse should teach the client that epoetin alfa stimulates red blood cell production and is often
used for anemia related to chronic kidney disease or chemotherapy.
