The purpose of this meeting is to provide an opportunity for support team or expanded support team members to
participate in the ongoing review and development of the service plan and the methods used to support the person and
accomplish outcomes.

A Review of Technology needs for the individual served:
Jason has a phone that he uses independently. In the past, Jason has made unsafe choices with his cell phone. His parents

have apps to monitor his cell phone use at this time.

A review of the person’s service and support outcomes occurred and the following determinations regarding
those outcomes were made:

Jason has made a variety of meals for his family. Jason has stated he does not want to do this goal anymore. When
discussing a goal for him. He has shared that he is excited to move out and live on his own when he graduates.

The team discussed a goal of him going to Grand Forks and riding the bus once monthly as he doesn’t have a driver’s
license and would likely need to learn to use public transportation wherever he lives.

ISSA: Jason is older for his class. Jason's peers he often connects with are younger than him and Jason may not
understand the danger of him being intimate with someone younger than him. Jason learns better by hearing instructions
versus reading them for himself. Jason learns best by doing things hands on.

SP Addendum: Outcomes updated following annual meeting. Jason is left home alone for periods of time at the
discretion of his parents. Jason will download the CAT prowler app onto his phone to understand the bus system in
Grand Forks and East Grand Forks to assist with his goal. Jason will use his phone to understand the bus routes with

Jason is still attending high school, so much of his social interaction comes from this and his participation in the
extra-curricular activities he enjoys. Jason is invited to outings planned by MCGH group home staff, and he participates
in the ones he is interested in. Jason has recently shared his excitement for moving out gfter he graduates. He will start
learning to use public transportation with staff.

What are the opportunities for community access, participation, and inclusion in preferred community activities?
Jason is invited to outings planned by MCGH group home staff, and he pariicipates in the ones he is interested in and is
able to attend. Jason is also involved in the community with his_family.

What are the opportunities to develop and strengthen personal relationships with other persons of the person’s choice

Jason has peers he enjoys hanging out with at school and during extra-curricular activities, MCGH staff will support
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him in attending events he is interested in with his peers.

Jason has a few side jobs he does in the summer with his father and his brother. At this time, this is all the employment
that Jason is interested in as he is still attending high school and that is where his parents agree thai this is where his
focus needs to be.

Jason’s parents and team will work with VocRehab to develop a plan for after high school.

Other meeting discussion notes:

School: Jason is working on completing his senior year of school. He is undecided on what his plans after his senior year
are but is sure that he would like to move out of his parents” home. They discussed options and what would be required
for Jason to be able to attend college. Jason said he thought something in the area of welding or construction would suit
him, Jason has no experience in these fields, so the team discussed trying out some career shadowing. Amber will reach
out to the special education team and see what can be set up. Amber will also ask about a VocRehab referral. Otherwise,
Katie will make the referral if needed.

In Home: Jason met with staff a few times this summer but more recently, Jason’s extra-curricular activities and school
have taken priority in his time. See attached notes from his DCS, Mary Kay. Jason has stated he doesn’t really want to
work on his cooking goal. Upon discussing that Jason is anxious to move out and live on his own, the team brainstormed
ideas for Jason to build skills to work on that goal. Jason is proficient in doing laundry and has made strides regarding
cooking. The area he lacks is in managing money. His parents suggested support working with money moving toward
the concept of managing the funds he has for things he needs and things he would like to buy for himself. They also
discussed learning how to use public transportation since he does not have his driver’s license at this time.

Contact time with staff will shift for Jason to learn the bus system in EGF/GF and then make a purchase understanding
how much of his money he is spending. Jason understood that these should be skills he works on to be able to live
independently. Jason and his staff will purchase bus passes and ride together. The team discussed the CAT prowler app

that the CAT bus system in Grand Forks and East Grand Forks uses.
