A Review of Technology needs for the individual served: Ariel wears prescription eyeglasses and has a Vagal Nerve
Stimulator(VNS) implanted for seizures. She has a cell phone and is prescribed a CPAP Machine that she is using. In
Sept. 2024 Ariel had a contraceptive implant put into her left arm — it is good for 3 years.

Ariel is a student at Warren Alvarado Oslo High School in Warren where she is enrolled in
streamlined and special education courses. She participates in socialization outings with the IHS Program and is
involved with many activities with her family members.

Ariel is free to choose which planned IHS outings she would like to participate in in the community such as bowling,
going to a movie, going out to eat, watching county parades, going to the public library, swimming at a local pool, etc.

What are the opportunities to develop and strengthen personal relationships with other persons of the person’s choice
in the community? Ariel is encouraged to interact with other IHS participants that are her age while on planned
community outings.

What are the opportunities to seek competitive employment and work at competitively paying jobs in the community?
Ariel just finished her 10" grade year at WAO School this 2024-2025 school year. Ariwl was to be working at the school
during the school year, however she missed to much schooling to participate in this so will look at this possibility again
next school year..

Describe any further research or education that must be completed before a decision regarding this transition can be
made: Ariel just finished her 10 grade year at WAO high school which she had opportunity to work at the school
through out the school year, however being absent from school frequently this did not happen for her so will reapply
again in the next school year.

Other meeting discussion notes:

Health: Ariel’s mother reported that Ariel has not had a seizure since Feb. 2024, however end of February early
March of this year Ariel ’s seizures started progressing again so medication changes were made by her physician,
Ariel’s Venus stimulator implant battery is low and she will be having surgery in Minneapolis to have the battery
recharged in June, she will also see her neurologist on June 17" in Minneapolis. Ariel’s medication diazepam has been
discontinued as it was making her sleepy, she is now on a new medication in place of this. Ariel sees her Therapist Dr.
Moony every other week now as things have been going well for Ariel.

IHS: Ariel would like to continue 2 outings a month as well as horse therapy which starts again June 2", 2025 and
then evaluate if it is getting to be too much for her or not. Ariel would like to be more active stating she has gained some
weight due to the medication she is on.

School: Ariel finished up her 10" grade year at WAO high school and will be 11" Grade in the fall. Case manager is
checking on speech services for Ariel as if she will get this accommodation at school or need to go elsewhere.

Home: Angela reports that everything is going well at home, better than in the past due to therapy and medication
changes. Ariel would like to attend bible camp the end of June with other peers, case manager Molly is checking into
this for Ariel to see how she can apply to participate. Mom is wanting to pursue getting guardianship in place for Ariel,
case manager will get information to mom that is needed to start the process for this.

Horse Therapy: Ariel will be participating in horse therapy starting in June, 2025

Other: Ariel has Respite Services with her Aunt Rachel

Important to Ariel: going out to eat and shopping while learning skills in the community.
