Our goal for Q2 of 2023 is to reduce our parts obsolescence to 10% by the end of Q2 with the hope of getting our parts obsolescence to within guide by the end of Q3.
	1: We're a new store with an enormous opportunity to get off to a great start. By ensuring that we keep KPI's like parts obsolescence in check before they get out of control we're going to have a much smoother path to success. We believe it's much easier to build a strong foundation with robust processes and maintain it, than is to clean up a mess. By cycling in larger orders of faster moving parts we will be able to accrue more scrap obsolescence balance from Mitsubishi and shave these ratios down incrementally over time. The consequence of not doing it is that 15% can very quickly become 20% or more. We manage what we measure, so I've asked our Parts Manager to take a base line on our accrual account and to update me monthly on that balance and compare to our obsolescence, so I can keep people accountable to the goal.
