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What is the Greek and Latin superscription for Psalm 104 [2]

The heading for the Greek and Latin version of Psalms 104 is “A Psalm of
David”.

How is Psalm 103 linked to Psalm 104 [2]

words “bless the Lord, O my soul”. Psalms 103 also ends with the image of Gods
rule and 104 begins with the image of God’s rule. There I also belief that both of
these Psalms were authored by the same person.
