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All Rise.

All Rise is a series that follows the chaotic and dedicated lives of judges, prosecutors and 

attorneys as they work with officers and police for the people of Los Angeles. In season 2 E 7 

entitled "Almost a mentor" several cases were exposed, which are everyday in the life of a 

person involved in criminal justice. There was talk about the motherhood of a judge, which was 

taken by surprise, a case of police brutality, but the topic that most caught my attention and 

which the class is addressing, was the particular case of a young man who was assaulted at 

armed hand by another youth, who has a focus on restorative justice.

 Luke a lawyer, who is assigned in the case by the defensive party, which successfully 

argues his new idea of him, which is the practice of restorative justice in the case that he is 

handling at that time, obtaining the approval of both his boss and Judge Lisa Benne, presenting a 

proposal that is in the traditional framework which he is used to using, as an alternative to solve 

the case, in a non-aggressive way. However, All Rise does a great job of showing that while 

restorative justice is an alternative worth considering, it doesn't always magically solve every 

problem.

  The series shows a scene where clients have the opportunity to have one of the meetings 

(circle) scheduled to start using the techniques that restorative justice imparts to reach an 

agreement between both parties. The restorative justice thing was working until Rafael the 

defendant said something wrong. Which leads to neither party being able to consider an 



agreement, this is because it is not always pleasant for the person who received the damage to 

see how his aggressor is treated with prudence and wants to offer an apology. The defense 

always wants justice, no matter what it is. At the end of the meeting there was a small discussion 

between the defendant and the defense because the apology that the defendant offered was not 

genuine and the defense left, leaving the session closed.

Thanks to conversations between Luke's defense attorney and Darius Moore, who has 

brought the meeting section, the show explains the value of restorative justice and how it can be 

a positive network for the community. However, it shows all the obstacles to realizing this 

aspirational dream. In the vast majority of cases, restorative justice in the process of a case will 

not work in a situation in which the defendant had irreparable damage to the life of the victim. 

Or when the victim is not open to the idea. There are situations in which the punishment is part 

of the responsibility, and the solution of the problem. There are people who always want this 

retaliation.

 Reparative justice is the response to crime that focuses on solving the problems derived 

from a crime, so that victims, offenders and the community come together to resolve conflicts 

caused, such as the suffering of the victim, the offender of resources and damage to the 

community. These types of techniques are used in minor cases, for this reason Luke wanted to 

use this type of option to solve his case but it was the opposite. To use this technique, you must 

see how recorded the damage was, by who received the damage, because it is not always the best

option. In the series, the defense was very affected, and he only wanted justice because what was

stolen by the attacker were treasured belongings for him, since in a part of the chapter it is 

appreciated that he lived on the streets, and in shelters.

 



Restorative justice analyzes the crime as something more than a simple lack of respect for

the law, a crime against the Government Agency. He presents it as a violation of human 

relationships that violate victims, communities and even the criminals themselves, each of them 

differently and with different needs that must be observed to begin the healing process. Crime 

damages the sense of trust in society and often flows into mistrust, separation, and 

discrimination. Crime creates departments between friends, family, neighbors, and communities.

Unlike retributive and rehabilitative justice, restorative justice offers greater importance 

to the participation of the protagonists, so that both the victim and the offender take an active 

role. Victims can ask questions and receive answers. Offenders are encouraged to understand the 

harmful consequences of their behavior. They acknowledge their guilt and take responsibility for

making amends. That is why it is so difficult to carry out this process, because of the opportunity

that is offered to the one who did the damage to be able to ask for forgiveness, on many 

occasions, as in the series he explains, the accused does not present any type of remorse for the 

fact that he committed , and this leads to the anger of the defense.

  In conclusion this series demonstrated a very typical scene in restorative justice. 

Although in many cases the defendants and the defendants want to fix things in the best way, ego

and lack of understanding make restorative justice fail to fulfill its objective in the vast majority 

of cases. But I consider that in many of the minor cases it is better to reach a type of agreement 

between both parties so as not to convict a person and add his future and tarnish his record for a 

simple crime. Restorative justice is more comprehensive and seeks the solution of problems in a 

more passive way.
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
