ii. The man is given responsibility over the Garden, a 
responsibility already given to both man and woman in Genesis
1 but he is not given authority over the woman

ii. No case at the point of humanity’s creation and the discussion 

of marriage 
iii. Likewise, wherever there is mention of the two genders, the 

woman is mentioned first
vi. Clines

i. Uses the word Ezer – can refer anyone who provides assistance
whatever their relationship to the one whom they aid

ii. Tenets are solutions to the man’s aloneness also that God 
builds the woman from his side. 

iii. “Rib”(tsela) actually refers to the side of the man, a part of the 
body that is neither above nor below him

iv. Combines te basic building pattern that can be drawn from the 
man and used to create a second person like the first

vii. GW Ramsey
i. “a cry of discovery, of recognition”
ii. Offers to not a statement of power or authority
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iii. Recognizes the woman as one taken from him (and thus 
“corresponding to him” By reason to offer choosing terms for 
“man” (ish) and “woman (‘ishah) 

iv. Offered in the creation of the ‘adam from the ‘adamah’
v. Thus it is not used to designate the female; instead there is a 

corresponding wordplay between ish and ishah
viii. G. Schreiner
ix.  Four points

i. i. Argues that when the man named the animals he exercised 
authority over them and thus when he named the woman he 
exercised authority over her 

ii. ii. There is no obvious way in which the man exercised any 
authority over either the animals or the woman

iv. Second part of Genesis 2:23 is a chaism in which the words for
“woman” and “man” are positioned at the center suggesting a 
corresponding and equal relationship to one another

B. Lectio difficilior – all things being equal, the most difficult 
reading has the greatest claim to authenticity, since it can 
be demonstrated that scribes tended to smooth our 
perceived rough spots, not invent difficulties.

C. Verse 33 “harder reading”
vii. Fee sees “even greater difficulty” in “ the fact that these verses stand in 

obvious contradiction to 11:2-16, where it is assumed without reproof that 
women pray and prophesy in the assembly.

a. Each of the two passages 11:2-16 and 14:33b-36 stand on which 
each within its own context

b. Fee rejects this approach, because he insists on taking” They are 
not allowed to speak” as an absolute statement that cannot be 
reconciles with 11:2-16

c. 1 John 3:9 – “No one who is not go on sinning, because he has 
been born of God

i. Agree that the meaning of God’s seed” could be 
taken a couple of different ways, and that the NIV

C. Hapax legomena - expressions that occur only once, 
whether once in the Pauline corpus, or once in the New 
Testament) 

II. Unsatisfying Interpretations
a. Verses 34-35 are authentic and were included after verse 33 when the epistle left 

Paul’s hand, it weighs the various interpretations
b. Interpretation does not fit

i. Paul thinks of prophecy as revelation from God delivered through 
believers in the context of the church, where prophecy may be evaluated 
(14:23-29)

ii. Distinctions between “small house groups” and “church” may not been all 
that intelligible to the first Christians who commonly met in private homes

iii. The church in a city was large enough as certainly in Jerusalem, Antioch, 
Ephesus, and possibly Corinth

iv. To overflow the largest private accomodations, must have been rather 
difficult once opposition was established to find a public venue large 
enough to accompany its people

v. The language of 11:16 (“If anyone wants to be contentious than the church
has a concern

a. The we church of God either means that Paul and the church in 
Ephesus constitutes the “we” that have not followed the practice, 
and again the other churches have adopted the same stance

b. When Paul adopts the same tone elsewhere, he is talking about 
conduct in an assembly

c. If someone point out that (11:17-34) are certainly devoted to an 
ordinance designed for an assembly
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d. [X]If the restriction pertains to every venue except the church 
assembly, does this mean the Christian wife must postpone her 
private prayer until she has hurried to her chambers and donned 
her headpiece?

A. The restriction is coherent only in a public setting
B. Above all the universality of the promise of Joel, cited at 

Pentecost, that the Holy Spirit would be poured out on men 
and women such that both would prophesy at constituent 
members of the community of the new covenant, seems 
somehow less than transparent if the women may display 
their inheritance only outside the gathered messianic 
community

C. The second way in which some understand the prohibition 
in 14:33b-36 as an absolute rule, thereby requiring creative 
measures in the exegesis of 11:2-16, is by taking the 
permission granted in the latter passage it to be mere 
concession: women may indeed pray and prophesy (under 
the restriction of the head covering, whatever that is

D. But the praying and prophesying exercised by women in 
chapter 11 is not cast as concession. Moreover, the church 
enjoyed the heritage of Pentecost and the fulfillment of the 
Joel prophecy, which promised that both men and women 
would have the Spirit poured out on them and that in 
consequence they would prophesy(Acts 2:16)

E. Third, equally unlikely is the view of Kahler, to the effect 
that the subordination Paul had in mind is not of women to 
men, but of women to the order of worship he Is 
establishing. Why women are singled out. Do not men also 
have to submit to the ecclesiastical structure Paul is setting 
forth 

F. To her credit Fiornez suggest hat the reasoning behind may 
such judgment is based on theological bias, so she prepared
to let Paul be Paul. 

G. Fiorenza finds Paul’s attiude surprising since we know of 
missionary couples in the New Testament. Paul derives his 
stance from “the Jewish Hellensitic proppoganda tradition” 
that “paces the demand for subordination of wives in the 
conext of the aw”

H. Verse 36 betrays the fact that Paul expects strong resonse 
form the church against thee redtrictions; for indeed , Paul 
himself recognizes that his argument” sounds preposterous”
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and “goes against the accepted practice of the missionary 
churches in the Hellenistic urban centers

I. 5) Another cluster of interprerations argues that the 
problems behind Paul’s demand for silence are local, 
probably doctrinal or cultural. The argument that some of 
the women were too noisy cannot be taken very seriously, 
for we must ask why Paul then bans all women from 
talking. And were there no nosy men? Nor it is plausible 
that the women are silenced because they were uneducated,
we must ask why Paul doesn’t silence uneducated people, 
not just women. And since Pauls rule operates in all 
churches it would be necessary to hold that all first-
centruey Christian women were uneducated-which is 
palpable nonsense

J. A more detailed approach

ii. Verse 37 tells that the Word of God allowed the 

issues to which”the Corinthina s were claiming to 
have originated the divine message, with their 
women giving the lead”

K. These approaches
i. Unbearably sexist

1. Presuppose that there was a major heresy in 
which one of the following was true

a. Only women were duped, yet Paul 
arbitrarily silences all the women, 
regardless of whether they were 
heretics or not

b. Both some men and some women 
were duped, but Paul silences only 
the lattar, thus proving to be a 
chauvinist

c. Paul was entirely right in his ruling, 
because all the women and only 
women in all of the Pauline churches
were duped – which perhaps I may 
be excuse for finding hard to believe

1. Exhorts wives to be subject to your husbands in the fear
of God (Eph 5:22) there occurs the words, “Masters, be 
gentle towards your servants, as holy Job has taught 
you; for there is one nature family of mankind. 

b. Justin Martyr 
a. Christian apologist, in his dialogue with Trypho 
b. Written to high priest Joshua in Zechariah 3:1-10. He writes, in

a text thought by some to be an allusion to Galatians 3:28. 
c. “Even so we, who through the name of Jesus have believed as 

one man in God he Maker of all.” But Justin offers no 
expansion of the words, “as one man.”

c. Clement of Alexandria (c.155-c.220)
a. The first known Christian scholar, in his Potrepticos, or 

Exhortation to the Heathen, speaking of the great benefits 
conferred on man by Christi’s coming, refers to Galatians 3:28 
as support for the unity of those who have received wisdom in 
Christ

b. There is a new man, in whom there is neither barbarian, nor 
Jew, nor Greek, nor male, nor female. The status of believers in
Christ is the leading idea/

d. Hippolytus (d.236)
a. An elder and teacher of the Church in Rome
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b. In The Refutation of All Heresies, refers to the text in 
discussion of the claims of the Nassenes

c. Who had used it in support of their claims of an everlasting 
substance above, which is hermaphrodite, possessing both male
and female natures

e. Gregory of Nyssa(330-c.395)
a. Bishop of Constantinople
b. Commentary on Galatians, discusses the text in some detail, 

asserting that the apostle ardently desires to convey the depth 
of our union with Christ.

c. “male nor female” has involved a real situation 
f. Augustine 

a. 354-430
b. The Bishop of Hippo, the greatest of the Latin fathers, added 

Galatians 3:28
c. In the Second Discourse on Psalm Twenty-sex there is allusion.
d. The Lord writes, “He who has lost endurance has become wek 

and womanish. Let both men and women take heed of this, for 
man and woman are one in the clear, and it is plain that he has 
in mind a oneness.

IV. Modern Interpretations of Galatians 3:28
a. The Feminist Argument

i. I will concentrate attention on the position of Paul King Jewett and Klyne 
R.Snodgrass, scholars who have given two extensive and widely accepted 
statements of the meaning of Galatians 3:28 from the perspective that 
would see no limitation on women’s roles in the church

ii. Jewett’s basic position in his well-written, thoughtful, and scholarly work, 
Man as Male and Female: A Study in Sexual Relationships from a 
Theological Point of View, is that the Bible is basically contradictory on 
the question of the relation of men and women in Christ and the church

iii. The biblical narratives and Jesus’ attitude to women are incompatible with
female subordination, but Paul, following rabbinic exegesis, teaches 
subordination in certain New Testament
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b. Biblical insight in his remarkable argument of Galatians 3:28 means that he hiself 
knew what he was doing

c. Though Paul was here to give insight about his whereabouts the Christian insight 
was left or a problem between men and women. It undertood what those people 
had meant and so the Jews an Dgteek are one in Christ to be understood for 
fellowship tradiiotns

d. The church must press on to the full impementatios of his Galtaisn 3:28 inishgt, 
his shortcomings in his other epistles

e. Critique: First, Jewett acknoeledges that Paul, in the three pairs of antitheses – 
Jew/Greek, bond/free, male/female “thinks preeminantely coram Dreo,” that is, of
men before God.

i. Principal concern of the church
ii. Jewett’s point is that Paul did not say, as the men from Jerusalem must 

have said, “Jews and Greeks are one in Christ, “social implications” of the
oneness in Christ, but becauseshe had seen them and was now returning 
to” the weak and worthless elemental things. As Paul saw it, Peter’s 
actions were a clear attack on the doctrine of justification by faith alone. 
but in other respects such as in the table fellowship traditions they are 
different and must follow the discriminatory traditions/ We may enjoy 
spiritual fellowship with the Gentiles, but the social traditions still obtain.”

iii. To observe the Jewish food laws was simply a step along the way to 
circumcision as necessary to salvation, a step along the way to the view 
that if Gentile believers were not able to have table fellowship with Jewish
believers as Gentile believers, then their Christianity was second class.

iv. That all believers have become one in Christ Jesus, sharing equally the 
redemption that Christ

v. Responded first is how sexual egalitarians will adjust their needs to fit the 
body to each Christian body to decide for how Galatians 3:28 would allow
for normative guidance beyond what principle

vi. As Jewett say “How many rabbis had ever said that a man should love his 
wife as Yahweh loved Israel ”

f. Snodgrass , professor of biblical literature at North Park Theologcail Seminry
i. Snodgrass also appeals, like jewett to Galatains 2:11-14 and contends that 

Galatians 3:28 has “social implications.” To Snodgrass, the social 
implications of Galatians lead to the ministry of women as they did in the 
New Testament. 

ii. “ecclesisastical equality”
iii. Snodgrass admits that Galatians 3:28 does not answer all over questions 

about the role of women in society. He sees 1 Corinthians 14:33b-36 and1 
Timothy 2:11-15 as strong challenges to his views on ecclesiastical 
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equality, as statements “necessiated by specific problems in Corinth and 
Ephesus. They are texts “less direct in their application.”

g. Critique: Surely the commitment makes sense by the unity of scripture that cannot
legitimize how the ironhandedess would come to absolve their freedoms

h. Upon lesser norms would it traditionalist regarding scripture denouncing the unity
incurred on and trouble for 

i. First Snodgrass consider in Galatians 3:26-28 In the Pauline Corpus
a. 1 Corinthian 7:17-27; 1:11-12;: 12:13
b. Colossians 3:9-11
c. Romans 10:12-13

ii. ‘of major significance” –Only one of the five, mentions explicity the male/
female antithesis. Perhaps Pau did  not give it the “explosive” force that 
Snodgrass sees in it

iii. The other two antithesis seem of more importance for him, and Snodgrass 
calls the Jew/Gentile issue the issue dominating Paul’s concerns 
throughout his ministry

iv. Second thinks that hierarchy arises only from the time of Genesis 3 but a 
more thoughtful exegesis locates the principle earlier, just as 1 Corinthians
11 and 14, Ephesians 5, and 1 Timothy 2 indicate. What Genesis 3 sets 
forth is the effect of the fall on an already determined relationship – 
Genesis 2:7,18-25 and the apostles use of the passage in his letters

v. Third, stresses the conflict between Paul na dpeter in Antioch as indicating
how far-reaching the social implications of his statement I Galataisn are. 

vi. Foruth, Snodgrass tends to think that, because women performed cettain 
legitimate forms of ministry in the New Testament

a. Ministering to our Lord and to Paul in personal ways and 
ministering to the church in Chrsitain service, as every reader of 
the Bible acknowledges, the church must grant owmen, who have 
full equality in Christ, the office of elder, the oversight of the body,
and the freedom to teach the gathered church.

b. Christian service is the repsonsiblity of all belivrs, but that does not
prove that the office of elder is open to all. Christina teaching is a 
sovereign gift of the Spirit that not all have(ccf.Romans 12:6-8,; 1 
Corinthinans 126, 11, 29: 1 Peter 4:10-11

“It seems precarious,” Fund wisely declares, “to appeal to this verse in support of any
view of the role of women in the Church, for two reasons: (a) Paul’s statement is not 
concerned with the role relationships of men and women within the body of Christ 
but rather with their common initiation into it through(faith and)baptism; (b) the 
male/female distinction, unlike the other two, has its roots in creation, so that the 
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parallelism between the male/female pair and the other pairs may not be unduly 
pressed I find that biblical and reasonable.

B. Historical Orthodox Argument

1. Galatians 3:28 affirms the full equality of males and females “in Christ” as Paul says.

a. All are equal in Christ, the church, and family, but the phrase, “IN Christ,” 
refers to the mystical and universal, the representative and covenantal union of all 
believers in the Lord. In the context of Galatians the apostle simply affirms that every 
believer in Christ inherits fully the Abrahamic promises by grace apart from legal works.

b. There is little need to multiply footnotes to document that this has been the 
view of historic orthodoxy to the present and,in fact, is still the majority view, although 
presently under vigorous attack. The very fact that is opponsents call the view historic 
orthodoxy “the traditional view” acknowlegs its historical primacy

c. The phrase, “in the church,” when the subject of office and function is in view, 
refers to the visible body of beleievers. In the visible body, equality coexists with 
divinely mandated leadership and submission, just as it does in the family. This is not to 
lead to abuse, offense, or exploitation for all of us are essential and equlally important in 
our positions and functions within the body, as Paul pointsout(! Corinthians 12:12-30

d. We ha e reason to believe that His promise has been kept, and that the church 
has received that light in understanding the Word of God. Widespread agreement in such 
understanding by orthodox believers should not be abandoned without the most careful 
consideration of objections, both exegetical and theological.

Conclusion

i. There is no reason to claim that Galatians 3:28 supports an egalitarianism 
of function in the church. It does plainly teach an egalitarianism of 
privilege in the covenantal union of believers in Christ. The Abrhamic 
promises, in thei flowering by the Redeemers saving work, belong 
universally to the family of God.
