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After reading the 1Samuel1, Eli was a good man in my point of view because he 

saw what his Son was doing to Israel and how they slept with the women who served at

the entrance to the tent meeting, he said to them,” Why do you do such things? I hear 

from all the people about these wicked deeds of yours. (see 1 Sam.2:22-24). This to me

means that Eli is trying to say that there will be Karma and that they should not be doing

what they are doing. Later in the text, Eli said that if one person sins against another, 

God may mediate for the offender; but if anyone sins against the Lord, who will 

intercede for them? (see 1 Sam.2:25).

What I think Eli did badly was, in the beginning, he was judging how Hannah 

praying to the Lord was insincere because Hannah was praying in her heart, and her 

lips were moving but her voice was not hard. Eli, though she was drunk and said to her 

“How long are you going to stay drunk” and then Hannah replied.” I am a woman who is 

deeply troubled. I have not been drinking wine or beer; I was pouring out my soul to the 

Lord. Do not take your servant for a wicked woman; I have been praying here out of my 

great anguish and grief.” (see 1 Sam.1:13-16). I think what Eli said to Hannah was very 

wrong because he should be judging anyone for the way they pray because everyone 

prays differently and that he should not have called her drunk. Especially when Hannah 

confessed to Lord what she did. Another thing that I did Eli did badly was not being able

to stop his son’s bad action. He knew what they were doing but was unable to stop 



them. at some point, his heart was with his son and not the Lord, as a father yes you 

can understand where he is standing from but wrong is wrong.

From this reading I was able to recall what I learned and believe is continuing to 

believe in God, don’t harm and judge others and know that God is looking over us and 

that if we do anything wrong, he will see it and later punish you. Do not think that you 

can get away with anything. Do good and he will return back with good. If you do wrong,

he will punish you. Never judge how others pray because everyone is different. People 

who are praying are in need of help be kind and considering. I always believe that if you

do good things, God will reward you and if you do bad things Karma will come and 

chase after you. I will continue to believe in what I believe and spread it out to other 

people.
