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1. I would classify myself as leaning towards a belief in universal ethical truth. My reason is
because I am a christian - which means my worldview and ethical beliefs stems from the 
bible. An Example of a universal ethical truth that I believe in would be it is wrong to 
steal from another person no matter the circumstances. 

2. I am a firm believer in representing things as they are. I am idealistic because it helps me 
put structure to things or understand things for what they are: before applying my own 
worldview. 

3. I lean towards both because they are both interwoven, an example would be if a man 
breaks into another person's house to steal and they are caught. It is ethical that justice be 
served - however, while justice is being served the person that was robbed is also being 
cared for. Knowing that the robber will not be coming to rob them is both ethics of justice
and ethics of care. 

4. My answers reflect in my daily life as I relate with family and friends. I try to be fair in 
my dealings with people - especially when money is involved. Secondly I am an 
idealistic person in how I answer important questions. One example would be if someone
asked about my opinion, I would give an answer that might be hard to hear - but will 
benefit them long term. 

5. I have a strong contradiction with capital punishment, I believe it is barbaric and should 
not be allowed in any society. In recent times we have seen more and more people being 
exonerated by DNA evidence. Before DNA evidence and technology how many innocent
people might have been killed. Also killing another human being can not be reversed. I 
completely understand how justice tires into the narrative of killing those who muder 
someone. But the real question is ( is taking another life just?) or does two wrongs make 
a right. 

6. Yes, my job allows me to practice my ethical beliefs. I work with persons with 
disabilities - one of my ethical beliefs is treating people with love, kindness and respect. 



On the other hand when a situation arises that goes against my ethical beliefs - I ask 
myself some basic questions. Like Am i putting my selfish interest before the individuals 
or are the individuals the focal point. These assessments help to resolve those kinds of 
conflicts when they ariase. 
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
