21.3a Letter to Lord Amherst (Rammohun Roy, 18923).

How might this screen image appeal to Roys audience? Based on his letter this
man was intended to bring welfare to the natives of India. Most people would
perceive his letter as an act of satisfaction for the development of the Indian
communities. According to his letter, he stated that “The establishment of a new
Sanskrit to improve the Natives of India by education. A blessing for which they
must ever be grateful”. In other words, through his letter, he was intended to call
the government's attention, so they could invest in what was good for their people.
They must perceive his letter as an advance in benefit of the Indians. From my
perspective, all the details of his letter make reference to an intention of
development, he wanted the government to take care of their communities,
especially of the students. In addition, another part of his letter says the following:
“As the improvement of the native's population is the object of the government, it
will consequently promote a liberal and enlightened system of instruction”. In
other words, this section of his letter appeals to the audience as a leader who is

raising his voice for the welfare and development of his people.
