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January 19, 2022
Group #2:  Mijoo Park, Yumi Cha, Linda Chen

We introduced who we are and what has been happening in our lives.  As for the question

of what was one thing we would like God to do to enhance our times with Him, Yumi stated she 

wanted to know more about the Bible and that she did not have enough knowledge about God.  

Mijoo is asking God for His wisdom and His love to lead and help people.  She responded that 

there are seasons of longing in our heart.  Linda wants to have a deeper love for God’s Word and

to be still.

January 26, 2022

Processing: Both Yumi and Mijoo have trouble on the correctness about how and what to

share.  Linda feels it takes longer to process well. When ministering, Yumi has a difficult time 

limiting the elderly when they want to talk extensively. Mijoo realizes to rely on God to control 

the situation and to pray.  What is the Holy Spirit saying on this issue? What patterns in people 

and experiences do they have? As for tools, Mijoo believes she needs to listen more and be 

comfortable with silence in the group.  Linda needs the tools of not trying to fix people’s 

problems and also to be okay with silence.

February 2, 2022   (Mijoo Park, Yumi Cha, Blossom Mahoney, Linda Chen)
We were to share something about our timelines or what was discussed in class.

Yumi said the timeline helped her see how God worked in her life in the wilderness.  She 

had to face her weakness and realized her faith was broken.  Mijoo felt her first wilderness taught

her to grab onto God’s presence. The pandemic was her second wilderness and she received the 

baptism of the Holy Spirit. She was jumping, dancing and spoke through her mouth.  She cried 

and cried. Now she can say she saw and felt God.  After hearing about Moses’ 40 year 
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wilderness experience, Blossom wants to be sure there is no residue of self so she could go to a 

new level of ministry and whether her motives were pure and totally surrendered. God gets all 

the glory. She wondered if she processed the pain after the death of her Mom, husband, and 

Father. Linda shared about her timeline. She understood why she felt God abandoned her and she

can be honest with God. Her story and trauma reminds her that others need to be set free. As 

Mijoo pointed out, it is brought to the light to be healed.

February 9, 2022   (Mijoo Park, Yumi Cha, Blossom Mahoney)

Yumi shared that how she wanted to become closer to God and have more confidence in her 

ministry. Mijoo shared how to build strong relationship God is daily encounter with God and that

strengthened ministry in her life as well. Mijoo Prayed and Blossom didn’t have time to share 

because she had difficulty joining in zoom

Feb 16, 2022 (Mijoo Park, Yumi Cha, Linda Chen)

Mijoo prayed for Yumi’s ears to be healed and she said the pain was lessened. Mijoo 

reminded Yumi to not be afraid or confused and to fix her eyes on Jesus.  Regarding “the call” in

our lives, Linda felt some fear in filling out the questions but a counselor told her it was not 

something “set in stone” and could change over time so it set her free to do the questions.  Yumi 

began as a piano worshiper, but God has changed her to pursue being a pastor. Mijoo knew she 

was called to be a pastor but rejected it.  All of us felt God put gifts in us that will be useful for 

the calling we are to pursue. Yumi has piano worship; Mijoo a love for people (to care and listen 

to them); and Linda to pray for others (especially for healing). The main obstacles to our calling 
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for Mijoo and Linda are pride and insecurity. Mijoo also experiences jealousy and Linda fear. 

Yumi experiences confidence and courage issues. We end with general prayer.

March 2, 2022 (Mijoo Park, Yumi Cha, Linda Chen)

We discussed the topic of sexuality. Mijoo mentioned in her culture, talking about sexuality is a 

shame. She also said she thinks it’s still rooted in her and has difficulty talking about sex in 

public, even among her close friends. Yumi said it was the same for her, and she asked, how 

about talking about sex in church? We all agreed that we need to teach sex in the church 

properly. The biblical view of sexuality needs to be taught not only to kids or teens, but also to 

adults. Linda shared her experience as a child. Her mother never talked about sex or taught her 

about puberty. Her mother handed one book for her to self-taught. Linda also shared a helpful 

site for couple sexual education & counseling. Towards the end of the meeting, we talked about 

our view on masturbation. We concluded that we didn’t have much idea about it.

March 16, 2022 (Mijoo Park, Yumi Cha, Blossom Mahoney, Linda Chen)

We discussed the set of questions regarding strategic planning. Yumi said she was not a 

detailed person but it was easier for her to plan for the whole year as she has been doing this for 

awhile. She felt it was a good way to organize who uses the church van and to coordinate events 

with the school year calendar (e.g. Thanksgiving, Christmas, etc.)  Mijoo and Blossom had more 

trouble with making future ministry plans and seeing the bigger picture.  Blossom had someone 

helping her coordinate and do the planning with her. Mijoo felt she would plan as she did 

ministry. She felt she was not trained to do planning and it was just easier to do things as needed.

The senior pastor was okay with how she has been doing things.  Linda is currently not in a 
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ministry position but has sat in informal planning meetings for the youth group and understands 

the importance of planning for allocating church funds and for the church as a whole.

March 30, 2022 (Yumi Cha, Blossom Mahoney, Linda Chen)

We spent time praying for each other.  All three of us feel overwhelmed by schoolwork 

and we continued to pray for Yumi’s ears and her son’s second year birthday. Most of the time 

was concentrated prayer for Linda’s son as there was a serious situation that occurred. We felt 

better lifting each other up to the Lord and trusting Him to help us finish the semester strongly.

April 6, 2022 (Yumi Cha, Mijoo Park, Blossom Mahoney, Linda Chen)

We shared how conflict affects us and the ways our families handled it were not always 

the best way. Yumi felt her family ignores the issue and she has to forgive them for attacking her

immediate family while training her children how to respond appropriately. Blossom liked how 

her father handled conflict. If it was not worth the effort, he did not deal with it. Linda felt her 

family conflicts had no resolution and they would try to act as if nothing happened.  She is 

learning how to address conflict and talk about it.  Mijoo feels low self-esteem and any criticism 

whether good or bad is difficult for her to receive. She is still learning how to handle conflict.

April 13, 2022 (Yumi Cha, Mijoo Park, Blossom Mahoney, Linda Chen)

We discussed how it went with our spiritual journey small mentoring groups. Mijoo 

shared she had 6 young adults in her group and did not tell them this small group was a 

homework project.  The group consisted of Christians who were young in their walk with the 

Lord. They were happy to learn from Mijoo basics such as how to hear from God and walk with 
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God.  She will continue meeting with these young adults every Monday.  Yumi shared that there 

was power struggle in her group. It was not until she prayed for understanding that she was able 

to understand one of the women in the group. Overall though, her experience was nice.  Blossom

stated she had difficulty getting the group to meet together physically and there was power 

struggle as well.  She stated she needs to give space to others as was discussed in class regarding 

welcoming others to lead.  Linda felt the group was good and she needs to learn how to focus on 

the main ideas, ask better questions and follow up on members.
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
