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The huge use of metaphors in Martin Luther King Jr.'s speeches was a planned strategy to
carry complicated thoughts in a simple and remarkable manner. In his well-known "i have a
Dream" speech, King used effective metaphors to awaken emotions and paint shiny photos in the

minds of his target market.

One of the handiest metaphors King used changed into the assessment of segregation to a "bad
check." This metaphor efficaciously conveyed the idea that segregation was not just unjust,
however also fraudulent, because it promised identical rights and opportunities but didn't supply

on that promise.

Some other effective metaphor become the connection with the "Promised Land," which
symbolized the last intention of racial equality and justice. This metaphor served to encourage
and provide wish to the audience, painting a bright photograph of a destiny wherein everyone are

same and unfastened.
