The Axial's souls

influenced this idea based on the cosmos through the meanings and fundamental beliefs. This life

led them into a very material world.

It has become very materialistic; everyone wants to buy the newest thing

and be able to flaunt their luxury purchase. Our world can be seen as a cruel and harsh society.

Many see the world as a place to obtain as much as possible and lose the actual effect and

accurate understanding of life. Overall, life from then to now has had similar actions to the

Axles. We can view them in a more vital aspect due to the internet and the society the world

revolves around.
