 My initial focused respiratory was taking vital signs and focusing mostly on the 
pulse oximetry to see my next step which included giving the patient some 
oxygen due to the low pulse ox and the listen to the patient’s lung sounds and 
record respiratory rate. The lung auscultation revealed wheezing and the 
respiratory rate shows that the patient was hyperventilating and this them moved 
for medications.
