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The hierarchy created for the Kingdom of Israel resembles a few different hierarchy structures and cultural frames. Similar to
the Agrarian Pyramid, the unitary political leader is at the top and the class power and economic resources go hand in hand.
Individuals with higher economic resources will find themselves falling higher in the pyramid. Gender is another factor that is simliar
to the Agrarian Pyramid; the male gendered population is naturally front faces. Front facing meaning, more rights and opportunities at
their disposal. Similar to the Sumerian City-State, slaves are at the bottom of the pyramid. In Ancient Israel there were diffirent kind
of slaves. There were slaves that were birthed into slavery; there are other slaves that were sentances to slavery due to being guilty of
commiting a crime. Different than other pyramids, Rabbi and other religious leaders are higher in the pyramid than rich families which

reinforces the importance of religion in this society and culture.
