ANSWERS
1. The subject or item being illustrated by the image, the image of the direct or implied
comparison, and the point of the direct or implied comparison and similarity.
When a simile is extended into a story, it becomes a parable.
The three basic types of parallelism are synonymous, antithetic, and synthetic.
Prose is organized into paragraphs while poetry is divided into strophes, or stanzas.
Two ways to distinguish Hebrew poetry from prose are a greater use of certain rhetorical
devices and a relatively greater conciseness or terseness of form.

TERMS
Synonymous Parallelism- the second line of the poetic form repeats the idea of the first line
without making any significant addition or subtraction to it.

Simile- an expressed or formal comparison between two things or two actions in which one is
said to be “as,” or “like” the other.

Metaphor- A more difficult but much more frequent figure of speech is the metaphor.
