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The Crash Course film this week is on the Enlightenment, one of the most important 
movements of the 1700s. The ideals of Enlightenment led to the American, French & 
Haitian Revolutions and greatly influenced the manner in which people viewed 
themselves and their world. As you watch the film, first write what you consider to be the
three most important "take-aways" of the Enlightenment and then, second, explain how 
you believe they illustrate the changing tenets of this time.

What was the Enlightenment was not an mathematical revolution or about the orbit of the matter
of the theories about the earthquake, but yes the relationship between the social societies and 
how they relate to each other, bringing new ideas of how trades should function and the new 
idea of anything should be brought to the table to see if the old thoughts were still valuable or 
could be considered to improvement causing a change of traditions in their environment.

The Enlightenment has this idea of naturalism and women have this idea of writing, influencing 
people to learn. At that time there were many new texts that were written where people would 
write about the topics of natural rights and the status of women in society. Where at the time, 
people were trying to be open-minded of their reality where anything without exception should 
be examined the relevance.

Another interesting part of the Enlightenment are, was the slavery revolution, they wanted to 
abolish the slavery where at that time, the slave trade was a massive business and it was 
growing everytime, so the embrace the freedom of the slavery and created human rights for all.

My Idea on how this illustrates the changing in the society at that time, starting point on the 
slavery, letting the black people have their freedom that let other growing movements for 
freedom to happen around the world. The possibility of the men understanding women's status 
in the society because soon the industrial revolution will happen where women will find their 
place in work bases. The enlightenment brought an open mind era to society, to try new things 
and make possible to analyze new environments.
