                    Discussion: Alexander the Great 

Alexander of Macedon was born in 356 B.C., and he died on June 13, 323 B.C., who 
overthrew the Persian empire, brought weapons to Macedonia to India and laid the 
foundations for the Hellenistic world of territorial kingdoms. Alexander became the full-
scale Legend that bears only the slightest resemblance to his storied career. In 334 BC, 
Alexander began one of his greatest military campaigns in history. At just 20 years old, 
with his brilliant and fearless leadership he won battle after battle and just being the 
person, he was every day. He was able to build one of the greatest empires of his own 
that the world has ever known. For the Persians Alexander was the Damned, but 
especially for the west, he immortalized himself as Alexander the Great. For Alexander, in 
addition to having leadership, he also obtained the largest city-states from him were 
Athens, a naval power, where democracy, art, drama and philosophy flourished.

In 480 B.C. These two city-states joined forces facing the invasion of the mighty Persian 
Empire. The Persian army held out for 3 days before they were surrounded and defeated. 
In the Strait of Salamis, the Greek fleet defeated the Persian fleet. In the following year at 
Plataea, the Greeks won a decisive pitched battle against the Persians and forced them to 
abandon their invasion. Growing tension between Athens and Sparta’s and their allies 
eventually led to war, dragging the Greek world into decades of destructive battles. The 
wars that were going on between the Greek city-states continued for almost a century, 
leaving them totally exhausted from everything they could imagine. Then under the 
command of Alexander's father Philip II, Macedonia emerged as a formidable military 
power. In the winter of 334–333, Alexander conquered western Asia Minor, subduing the 
Lycian and Pisidian hill tribes, and in the spring of 333 advanced by way of the coastal road
to Perge, past the cliffs of Mount Climax, thanks to a lucky change of wind. At one point 
the Phalanx was known as a normal Greek spear and was used by trained infantry fighting 
in a close formation. At the battle of Queroena in 338 B.C. Philip's army crushed the 
combined forces of Thebes and Athens. After all that Alexander had to go through, he also
felt the need to challenge his father's authority and superiority and wanted to surpass his 
father in all aspects, Alexander's triumphs made him a legendary figure and an inspiration 
for generations. future.
