Other companies that

receive income from this organization include ITW, Rockwell automation, coinstar, etc. United

way has earned a 4 star rating as a charity organization as their overall score has been calculated

as 90% Accountability and finance and 10% culture and community. Services that these agencies

have provided for my community include food and benefit access, creating programs that address

immediate crises, providing counseling, shelter, education programs and more. One non-profit

organization in my community is Center For Family Life located in Sunset Park. Their objectives

include supporting family stability, providing job opportunities for the youth and working with

the youth, advocating for projects/policies that help benefit families, improving economic

stability for the community and much more. Their highly beneficial community services include

a  food pantry, benefits access program, legal services, financial counseling, advocacy clinic, etc.
