A major difference between my current lifestyle and the Agrarian world is communication. Nowadays,
there are significantly less languages used throughout the world. There may have been many languages
differentiating cultures at that time, but nowadays there are people that speak the same language on
multiple continents. Regarding English, culture is more similar between the USA and England than it is
between the USA and China. I can hop on the internet and have a conversation with someone on the

opposite side of the world, which would have never been possible during this time period.

Another example of something similar is the idea that we have translation tools accessible to us
nowadays. This means that even if someone speaks a different language than you, communication is still
possible through more accessible translation methods. Only a few would have had access to that sort of

thing in the Agrarian societies.

One highly notable difference is how often people were around farmland in Agrarian Societies compared
to today. While I grew up around a lot of farmland, the days I’ve spent working on one are few, though
I’ve had quite a few friends along the years who lived on one. For many, it was normal to live working on

farms all their life, starting from as early as 2 or 3 years old.

The organization of labor nowadays is much different as well. In the Agrarian World, a person would
work and be on call 24/7. While some jobs nowadays require this, it is an option that someone opts into,
not something that is expected and required with all jobs. I can show up to my work, work 5 days a week,
and have the other two off, with essentially no contact about work if I please. Most of society is working

on the same time frame in terms of work, and hours have been limited into a structure.

Entertainment is much different as well. At one point in time, someone would have to travel to see a
sporting event or show. Now, I can turn on the television or even watch something through my phone.

Accessibility has grown an extreme amount, leading to much less of a need to travel for an event.
