Universalism, which is the view that everyone will be saved, one way or another. Bird goes on
and discusses the different sides of universalism and why it appeals to people, but ultimately

says that scripture does not support it. Bird ends this reading with talking about the security of
one’s salvation. He discusses both the Reformed side and the Arminian side to the security of

one’s salvation.
