Three Terms With Definitions

1. Covenant lawsuit - a prophecy in which God is portrayed imaginatively as the plaintive, 

prosecuting, attorney, judge, and bailiff in a court case against a defendant, Israel.

2. Woe oracle - prophecies that contain -  either explicitly or implicitly - an announcement 

of distress, the reason for the distress, and a prediction of doom

3. Enactment prophecy - prophecies in which God’s word is accompanied by symbolic 

actions to vividly reinforce the concepts contained in what the prophets spoke

Chapter 10 of How to Read the Bible for All Its Worth covers the prophets. Fee and Stuart

begin with the nature and function of prophecy and prophets, including four emphases to clear up

misunderstandings. They then go into exegesis, beginning with emphasizing the fact that they 

cannot be read shallowly, and then giving guidance on how to read correctly, finishing with 

types of prophetic utterance. Lastly, Fee and Stuart offer hermeneutical guidelines and 

suggestions, ending the chapter with a reminder for the need to have both orthodoxy and 

orthopraxy.
