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The Kings and the Prophet

With reading 1 Kings 22:1-40 you find that Israel and Syria had not fought in three years. King Jehoshaphat

made a visit to King Ahab. King Ahab said to his servants that Ramoth Gilead is theirs and that they hesitate to take

it from the hand of the king of Syria. King Ahab asks king Jehoshaphat if he can help fight the Syrians to take

what’s theirs. King Jehoshaphat responded yes but, can they inquire  the Lord about it first. King Ahab then gathers

400 men who were “prophets” and asks if he should fight against Ramoth Gilead or not? All of them were basically

saying yes and that the king would get Ramoth Gilead in his hand. King Jehoshaphat asked if there is another

prophet of the Lord that is here to inquire of the Lord. King Ahab responded “there is still one man Micaiah”. The

downfall is that King Ahab hates Micaiah because he always speaks evil concerning him. Later down the line King

Ahab tells the officer to go get Micaiah and bring him quick.The officer spoke to Micaiah basically saying that he

should say what the other prophets are saying. Micaiah responds to the officer saying that he will only speak what

the Lord says. Ultimately Micaiah says what the Lord says to the Kings. King Ahab gets upset and sends him to

prison. While on his way to prison Micaiah said “Take heed , all you people” ( 1 Kings 22:28). This prophetic word

indicated a warning sign before everything happened. Later we find that the King of Israel dies in battle. Everything

that Micaiah said came to pass.

What do you think of the King Ahab character?

- King Ahab was very confused because he did not know whether to fight for Raboth  Gilead or not. He was

also filled with anger and hatred towards Micaiah (the prophet) because he only prophesied evil and not



good to King Ahab. His character was in fact bad because he disregarded the prophetic warning Micaiah

gave and listened to the lying prophets.

What do you think of the King Jehoshaphat character?

- King Jehoshaphat was in between good and bad. He was good because he was giving, he shared what he

had with King Ahab (1 Kings 22:4). He was also good because he wanted to authentically hear the voice of

God before they made a final decision. On the other hand he is bad because he partook in the action of what

the lying prophets said.

What do you think of Micaiah's character?

- Micaiah refused to do what the officer asked which makes him integral and honest. He stood flat footed and

said what God said without holding back. I believe that his character was very good because he represented

God no matter what.

What can you learn about God’s character?

- God is not a man that he should lie… when God says something it will indeed happen.

What explicit lessons can you learn from this story that you can apply to your Christian life?

- You can’t believe everyone just because the have a title

- You must be able to discern what’s right from wrong

- Listen to the voice of God

- When a warning comes “Take Heed”

- No matter what other people may say stand on the word of God and rely on God even if others are opposed

to it.

- Be Bold for God.
