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Questions: 
1. What is the significance of the New Testament writing in the past tense and using third 

person pronoun?
2. Provide 1 example of a prediction, where it is referenced in the OT and fulfilled in the NT
3. What is principle that both the OT and NT share? 
4. Name 1 of the guidelines to identify a type
5. What is the importance of looking at the parallels between NT and OT?

Answers: 
1. But that past tense or third person pronoun would only be helpful in describing what 

had happened rather than prescribing and directing the same principle for our use.
2. Spirit God’s Son – Psalm 2:7 and Acts 13:33
3. God desires us to be merciful rather than demonstrate sacrifice. Sacrifice without a 

merciful heart is meaningless. 
4. A type must concern itself not with words but with historical facts such as historical 

persons, events, or institutions.
5. Calls increase the relevancy of the Bible by showing how it has intersected with the 

times, places, and events that make up that text’s setting.

Terms: 
Biblical type: an illustration, an example, or a pattern of God’s activity in the history of his 
people Israel and the church through persons, events, or institutions.

Typology: deals in relationships of persons, events, and institutions rather than words 
themselves

Jurisprudence: must always be considered innocent of any and all charges of falsehood unless it
has been proven guilty of that charge by the evidence.

Summary: This chapter provides us with an overview of how the Old Testament provides 
predictions who are fulfilled in the New Testament. It also demonstrates the ways in which NT 
writers reference OT writing shows their thoughts were shaped by the language and teachings 
of the OT.  The interweaving of OT and NT help to shed light on to God’s ultimate and divine 
plan!
