So 

as the reader we can say in a way, that they deserved their death to a certain extent, 

but they're still human. And that small moment of intimacy showed their true emotions. 

So we can say that they didn’t deserve to die. The argument can go both ways. In 

another sense we can look at the Misfit. Of course he killed the family and we know that

the family were not necessarily “good people” but either way, if the Misfit killed the 

family wouldn’t that make him wrong as well? Or is a good person for doing so. There 

are so many aspects of the story that can be used in the persuasive essay. That’s why I
