Images of the Holocaust 

attempt to create various propositions about identity and meaning of the world, depending on the 

context in which they are presented and interpreted such as the inhumane jobs and day to day 

lives they had to live also the way they were treated. For example Images of the Holocaust often 

depict the Jewish people as victims of unspeakable atrocities, highlighting the inhumanity and 

evil of the Nazi regime. Such images aim to create a sense of empathy and solidarity with the 

victims, as well as a reminder of the importance of human rights and dignity.

What conditions in today's world make for the continued resonance of such 

images?
