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The event that led to crisis was when American government implemented in Italy and
Turkey two jupiter nuclear missiles that was aiming directly to Soviet union, making US having
advantage on any cold war confrontation that was happening at the time, and the Soviet Union
was afraid of US and relying on bluffs and threats, for their luck, happen to another communism
revolutionary, Fidel Casto got the power of Cuba being a show for US because Cuba was a big
tourist point of US and had a lot of economy exchange between them. Since Fidel Castro is a
communist, he turned to the Soviet Union for help and protection over the US. The Soviet Union
sent nuclear missiles to Cuba in the form of protection, so America could not trust Cuba
anymore. The early options and idea that America had was to bring a big portion of the army to
be located at the coast of Florida, and many naval blockade around Cuba to prevent soviets
submarines and shipments to arrive in Cuba or also use air strikes to take out missiles before
they could run.

The Black Saturday was a dark day for a few hours and a lot of patience so the world
would not go into a Nuclear war. Black day started with Fidel Castro thinking he was in danger
and America was going to invade so wrote to the Soviet Union to do the first attack with the
missiles as a protection. At the time, because of the technology was not advance as like now
that we have telephones or computers, so their communication was written by letter and radio
announcements so they were sending back and forth letter to each other and making
negotiations between Khrushchev and Kennedy about taking the missiles out of the countries
and with this negotiations, not only would involve other countries around such as Turkey and
Cuba, because if the negotiation happen, the country would be significantly weaken towards
other countries. Between this negotiation, a person got killed by spying on Cuba’s airpace,for
tracking missiles locations, so kennedy introduced a the last negotiation and decided to take all
the nuclear missiles out of the Turkey and trust Khrushchev would keep his work otherwise they
would go into a big nuclear war. After all that crisis, secretly Khrushchev ordered all the missiles
out of the country, and American missiles were dismantled. Fidel Castro got furious because
the deal was behind his back and started to doubt everything about the Soviet Union.
