Service

provided for her.

Examples:

e Housing
e Food access



Social Justice

They should investigate if the pregnancy was a teenage mistake or with theirs an adult
involve. Also, the social worker should make sure that the aunt of the adolescent is going
to be responsible for the adolescent and the child.



Dignity and worth of the person

The social worker needs to make the adolescent will safe and protected. The social worker
shouldn’t judge but instead find solutions to the problem and make the adolescent
understand that motherhood 1s a beautiful thing.



Importance of Human Relationships

The social worker must understand the relationship between the adolescent, the parents,
and the aunt.
