The Mongols Crash Course Video Summary

The film notes one of the most obvious successes of the Mongols was the way they

conquered more land in 25 years than the Romans had conquered in 400 years. The

Mongols created the first great free trade zone and were successful in keeping their

empire secure. The narrator pointed out that “a man could walk from one end of the

Mongol empire to the other with a gold plate on his head without ever fearing being

robbed”. The other notable successes of the Mongols was that they created the yam

system, a type of network with horses and riders that increased communication and

facilitated travel throughout Eurasia. And the Mongols were known for their cuisine,

which is the reason rice became a staple of the Persian diet.

The Mongols were successful at forcibly moving artists, musicians who were

beneficial to them which created a cultural pollination. Administrators, in paticualr

were used for tasks like keeping records for the Mongols.
