The countries where genocide has taken place are:

e Germany (during the Holocaust)

e Cambodia (during the Khmer Rouge regime)
e Rwanda (during the Rwandan Genocide)

e Bosnia (during the Bosnian War)

e Sudan (during the Darfur genocide)

The stated reasons for the genocide in each instance were different, but they often included
ethnic, religious, or political differences. In the Holocaust, the Nazi regime targeted Jews,
Roma, and other minority groups.
