Zheng

Positive:

-Possessed strong administrative competence over affairs.

-Skilled Sailor.

-First notable figure in the 15th century.

-Known as the greatest Chinese Admiral.

-Rose from humble beginnings into a great Leader.

-Lead seven ships through the Indian Ocean.

-People saw China as the center of the economic universe.

-Foreigners and Ambassadors offer gifts in exchange for trading rights.

Negative:

-His predecessors did not share the same Marti time trade interest.

Vasco da Gama
