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John 5: 19 Then Jesus answered and said to them “Most assuredly, I say to you, the Son

can do nothing of himself, but what he sees the Father do; for whatever he does, the Son also

does in like manner.” John 17: 4 I have glorified you on the earth. I have finished the work

which you have given me to do. I see these two verses of scripture that will remind me of goal

and personal assessment as I continue to serve in God’s kingdom. Jesus accomplished many

things in his ministry on earth. He had a goal and he had an intimate relationship with God.

The same way my personal goal and assessment paper will be reflective of me to use as a

guide on an ongoing basis. The biblical foundation for time management can be found in the

Gospel of Mark chapter one versus thirty five and thirty six.
