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Death (Crucifixion), Son of Man, and Redemption

Crucifixion, son of man and redemption are three interrelated concepts 

that form the cornerstone of Christian theology. Crucifixion refers to the execution of Jesus 

Christ by the Roman authorities, while son of man describes Jesus’ divine nature as the son of 

God who came to save humanity form sin. Redemption, on the other hand is the act of salvation 

or liberation from sin and its consequences. Crucifixion is a central event in Christian history as 

it represents the ultimate sacrifice that Jesus made for humanity from sin and reconcile them with

God. According to Christian theology, Jesus’s death is seen as a voluntary act of self-sacrifice 

that saved humanity from the fall of man. Christians believe that through Jesus’ crucifixion, they 

have been saved from the consequences of their sins and are granted eternal life in heaven. 

Son of man is a term Jesus often used to describe himself. It refers to his divine nature as 

the son of God who came to earth to redeem humanity. The Christian belief is that Jesus is both 

fully human and divine. This doctrine, known as the hypostatic union, is a central tenet of 

Christian theology. The son of man title is also significant as it emphasizes Jesus’ humanity and 

his connection to the human experience. Jesus understands the challenges of being human, and 

his life serves as an example of how to live pleasing God. 

Redemption is the act of salvation or liberation from sin and its consequences. Christians 

believe that because of Adam and Eve’s original sin, humanity is prone to sin and separated from

God. Through the sacrifice of Jesus’ death on the cross Christians are saved from this condition. 



This redemption is a central theme in Christian belief. It provides hope for those who are weary 

and have sinned. This also gives humanity the free will to have forgiveness from God along with 

repentance. Redemption can also be seen as a moral transformation that occurs in the lives of 

Christians as they strive to live according to God’s will. 

In Matthew 16:21, this passage is based on Jesus revealing to his disciples that he must 

go to Jerusalem, where he will suffer at the hands of the elders, chief priests, and teachers of the 

law before being killed and resurrected on the third day. Peter, one of Jesus’ closest followers, 

tries to intervene, but Jesus rebukes him, stating that he is speaking for Satan and not God. This 

passage shows that even though Jesus knew he was going to die, he was not moved in his faith 

and God’s plan. Another instance where Jesus was predicting his own death can be found in John

12:23-33. Jesus is telling his followers that his hour has come, and he must die to bring glory to 

God. He also compares his death to a grain of wheat that falls to the ground and dies, it however 

will bear much fruit. He again demonstrates his willingness to sacrifice himself for the greater 

good of humanity. Jesus is a selfless man, and his prediction of his own death is a key 

component of his messianic mission. 

M. de Jonge, shares on the concept of Jesus being the righteous servant of God. He 

mentions the Book of Psalms and in early Jewish literature describes how God in his 

righteousness comes to rescue the faithful servant in his distress. Jesus was widely regarded as 

the ultimate symbol of faithfulness and devotion. He is widely revered as a prophetic figure 

teachings and actions embody the true essence of faith, righteousness, and devotion. Jesus’ entire

life, seemingly devoted to the service of God, and he is the example of the type of servant God 

desires.
