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Ministry Model Prayer

April 5, 2023 Approx. 10:15-10:35 a.m.

The Lord has prompted me to call and pray for my nice Lidia. I said to the Lord

“if you want me to pray for Lidia, she has to be in her office by herself.” I sent her a test

and asked “Lidia, I have asked the Lord to connect and find you alone so I could pray

with you, then I asked, what do you want Jesus do for you?” “I want Him to give me

peace” So, I praised the Father and Jesus for his great love for her.

April 5, 2023 Approx. 6:50 - 7:05 pm

April 13, 2023 Approx. 11:45 - 11:55 a.m.
