Another 
objection was that they place less emphasize on biological forces as influences on 
personality instead the emphasize was on the impact of social and psychological forces.

Extravert personality is a direct libido (life energy) outside the self to external events and 
people. This kind of personality is strongly influenced by forces in the environment and 
is sociable and self-confident in a verity of situations.  

Introvert personality, the libido of the introvert is directed inward. A person with this 
personality is contemplative, introspective, and resistant to external influences. They are 
less confident than the extrovert in dealing with other people and situations.
