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I took the survey in the website it seems interesting to see where I stand in these areas of 

christian character in my life. I am hard on myself when I am rating myself in anything. I have 

always felt there is room for growth and so I feel the same when I was taking this survey. Of 

course I was honest about what I was answering I saw the results and it I was as I expected. And 

as the website said “​Simply because 100 percent would imply perfect Christ-likeness. It would be 

the Christian character score for Jesus”​  So there is always room for a person to grow.  

As an educator looking at these scores reminds me of what I have already told myself I 

need to draw closer and closer to God every day. There is no way that I as an individual can 

develop and grow in Christian Character without a closer relationship to God and for the fruit of 

the Spirit to manifest and show in me I must make sure that my life is connected to God.
