Summary of Service Outcome and Support Progress 
Outcome # 1 
 
Outcome statement with measurable and observable criteria for outcome achievement: Nikki will answer a yes/no 
questions using her communication device 80% of all trials over a 12 month period. 
 
Summary of progress toward achieving this outcome:  Nikki achieved 89% of trials on this outcome. Nikki is continuing to 
work on asking questions about subjects that are interesting to her. Nikki often uses similar responses such as who she 
would like to see and where she would like to go. 
 
Recommendation for implementing this outcome:   Continue      Change      Discontinue 
 
Rationale for the recommendation: Nikki has not reached her goal for this outcome.  Nikki often uses similar responses 
and seems most comfortable with those. Nikki would benefit from continuing to use her communication device in 
different ways.  

 
Outcome # 2 
 
Outcome statement with measurable and observable criteria for outcome achievement: Daily, Nikki will identify if the 
time of day is AM or PM with a visual prompt 80% of all trials in a six month period. 
 
Summary of progress toward achieving this outcome:  Nikki achieved 75% on this outcome.  Staff places the AM and PM 
card in front of Nikki and ask her “What time of day is it”.  Nikki will choose AM or PM.   
 
Recommendation for implementing this outcome:   Continue      Change      Discontinue 
 
Rationale for the recommendation:  Nikki has not met her goal for this outcome.  Nikki was able to start this outcome 
when she started to attend full days on January 4th.  It is my recommendation to continue this outcome.  
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Outcome # 3 
 
Outcome statement with measurable and observable criteria for outcome achievement: Nikki will choose an object or 
scenery she would like to take a photograph of or help while in the community with 3 or less verbal question prompts 
80% of all trials over a 6 month period. 
 
Summary of progress toward achieving this outcome: Nikki has not been able to work on this outcome due to COVID-19. 
Nikki is not currently going on outings for safety. 
 
Recommendation for implementing this outcome:   Continue      Change      Discontinue 
 
Rationale for the recommendation: This outcome will be updated to remove prompting levels.   This outcome is on hold 
until Nikki is able to complete it safely.   
 
Revised Outcome:  Nikki will choose an object or scenery she would like to take a photograph of or help while in the 
community with 80% of all trials over a 6 month period.   
 

Outcome # 4 
 
Outcome statement with measurable and observable criteria for outcome achievement: Twice a week, Nikki will 
identify the correct day of week 80% of all trials over a 12 month recording period. 
 
Summary of progress toward achieving this outcome: Nikki has achieved 73% on this outcome. Staff shows her cards 
with the days and she will point to the day of the week.   
 
Recommendation for implementing this outcome:   Continue      Change      Discontinue 
 
Rationale for the recommendation: Nikki has not met her goal for this outcome.  Nikki should continue to practice this 
skill to increase success.

Description of the person’s status 
Health: No health concerns at PAI during this reporting period. 
 
Medications and treatments at PAI: 
Caffeine Citrate 20mgs/ml - Give 10mls (200mgs) at Noon   
 
What is currently important to the person and for the person: Things important to Nikki are her Mom, Dad, Gracie her 
cat, using a computer, listening to music, and being with her friends. Things important for Nikki are maintaining her 
weight, walking, and being encouraged to try different things. 
 
Status of social relationships and natural supports: Nikki has a strong relationship with her family. 
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Recent inclusion and participation in the community: Due to COVID-19 Nikki has not had the opportunity to spend time 
in the community with PAI. 
 
New or ongoing opportunities for the development and exercise of functional and age-appropriate skills, decision 
making and choice, personal advocacy, and communication:  

 Functional and age-appropriate skills: 
o Pet Therapy: Due to Covid-19, Nikki is not able to participate in pet therapy. 
o Music Therapy:  Virtual music therapy began in November.  Nikki enjoys listening to music and 

participating in music therapy with her peers. 
o Group Activities: Nikki also participates in arts and crafts group where she helps create different art 

projects, such as snowmen, snowflakes, holiday wreaths, seasonal and holiday themed crafts.  
o Morning and Afternoon Activities: Nikki plays dice, card, and games (i.e.- Phase 10, Sequence, and 

Family Feud), creates crafts, sensory activities (lotion massages, bubbles), spending time with her peers, 
reading group (short stories, such as Chicken Soup for the Soul and novels, such as Charlotte’s Web), 
animal group (learning about different animals and watching videos on the National Geographic 
channel), media group, American history group (currently they are learning about the decade from 
1900-1909 and 1910-1920 – fashion, inventions, and history during that time period), sports group 
(where they learn about the latest news on sports and watching sports clips), plus the health and 
wellness group.    

 Decision making and choice: Nikki makes choices about her schedule, community activities, and daily activities 
using her communication device, eye pointing, and touching what she is interested in. She is provided options 
throughout her day to make choices and decisions. Her decisions are honored. 

 Personal Advocacy: Nikki is a strong personal advocate and will communicate when she has a need. Nikki is 
encouraged and supported in her communication to have her needs and desires met. It is important that she 
have support people around her that know her well and advocate for the needs and desires that she may not be 
able to communicate to the appropriate team members. 

 Communication: Nikki communicates through her communication device, taking staff to what she wants, and 
pushing away if she is not interested in something.
