Outcome # 1 
 
Outcome statement with measurable and observable criteria for outcome achievement: Daily, Alex will make an activity 
choice in an overall average of 95% or more in all trials by his next review. 
 
Summary of progress toward achieving this outcome:  Alex has not had opportunity to further develop his skills in this 
area. Alex and his team have made the decision to not return to on-site program at this time due to the current Covid-19 
pandemic. 
 
Recommendation for implementing this outcome:   Continue      Change      Discontinue 
 
Rationale for the recommendation: During Alex’s annual review the team discussed how Alex continues to benefit from 
this goal and becoming a stronger self-advocate. Due to the Covid-19 closure in March and Alex’s extended absence from 
program, it is recommended that Alex continue this outcome upon his return. 

Outcome # 2 
 
Outcome statement with measurable and observable criteria for outcome achievement: Alex will identify which of the 
scheduled on-site group and community-based activities he would be interested in participating in using the iPad 3 to 5 
times weekly. 
 
Summary of progress toward achieving this outcome:  Alex has not had opportunity to practice his skills in this area. Alex 
and his team have made the decision to not return to on-site program at this time due to the current Covid-19 pandemic. 
 
Recommendation for implementing this outcome:   Continue      Change      Discontinue 
 
Rationale for the recommendation: It is important to and important for Alex to have control over the activities he 
participates in and to be offered choices. Due to the current pandemic PAI is not supporting individuals in the greater 
community and it is unknown at what point PAI may be able to resume community outings. However, Alex may still use 
the iPad to indicate which offered group activities he would like to participate in upon his eventual return to program.

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Description of the person’s status 
Health: Alex has not attended program this reporting period due to the current Covid-19 pandemic. Upon Alex’s return 
he will need to supply updated orders and PRN seizure medication. 
 
What is currently important to the person and for the person: It is important to Alex that his communication be 
acknowledged and honored. That he has access to his preferred sensory items throughout his day (weighted blanket, 
noise cancelling headphones, music) and an iPad to communicate his preference. It is important to Alex that he have 
opportunities to engage with others 1:1 and a variety of activities to observe during his day. It is important for Alex that 
he use his iPad communication skills to advocate for his preferences, that he receive enough to eat and drink each meal, 
that he receives his medications on time, that he has a calm environment, and that he not become overheated or 
overstimulated.  
 
Status of social relationships and natural supports: Alex’s family is a meaningful and important relationship in his life.  
Alex has not attended program this reporting period due to the current Covid-19 pandemic. 
 
Recent inclusion and participation in the community: Alex has not been supported in the community by PAI due to his 
attendance and the current pandemic. 
 
New or ongoing opportunities for the development and exercise of functional and age-appropriate skills, decision 
making and choice, personal advocacy, and communication: Alex has not had any new or ongoing opportunities 
regarding the development and exercise of functional and age-appropriate skills, decision making and choice, personal 
advocacy, and communication while at PAI due to his attendance.  
 
Status of the person’s civil and legal rights: Alex has private guardianship provided by Libby Johnson and Miguel Jeldes. 
Alex would like to be aware of his rights and have a support team who is also aware and advocate on his behalf. Alex 
would like to have his communication honored and make choices and decisions throughout his day.
