Outcome statement with measurable and observable criteria for outcome achievement:

It is both important to and important for Nick to continue to build on his independence. Nick is able to do many things for
himself; however, he may need prompts or reminders to do so. This outcome allows Nick to continue to work on
independence with his entire restroom routine.

Daily, Nicholas will turn on the water when he is finished using the restroom in 70% of all opportunities over the next 6
months.

Methods or actions that will be used to support the person and to accomplish the outcome:

This outcome will be trialed daily. Nick uses the restroom independently. When he is done using the restroom, staff will
prompt Nick to turn on the water. If Nick turns on the water, this outcome will be documented as “Y” for achieved. If Nick
does not turn on the water, this outcome will be documented as “N” for not achieved. After Nick turns on the water, staff
will ensure that the water is an appropriate temperature and support Nick in washing his hands.

Changes or modifications necessary to the physical and social environments:
There are no changes to the environment.

Equipment and/or materials required:
Nick needs access to the sink to perform this outcome.

Techniques that are used that are consistent with the person’s communication mode:
Nicholas understands verbal communication but communicates using facial expressions, vocalizations, and gestures. Nick
will also push away items when he is disinterested in them or take items that he wants.

Techniques that are used that are consistent with the person’s learning style:
Nicholas learns through repetition, routine, and verbal and physical cues. This outcome will be completed daily to
establish routine and he will be provided both physical and verbal cues.

Data collection method:
Documentation will be recorded and charted daily. Charting will include a “Y” or “N” indicating success.
