Do not capitalize a, an, the, and, but, or, nor,
or prepositions of four or fewer letters (unless first or last word). Ex.— "Dapper Dan”

PUNCTUATION:
Place a comma between the day and the date. ~ Ex.—  Sunday, March 22
Place a comma between the day and year in a date. If the date occurs within a sentence, place a
comma after the year. Ex.— He joined the service on April 1, 2009, in Utah.

PHRASES/CLAUSES:

A phrase is two or more words without a subject and a verb.
A clause contains a subject and a verb.
Ex.— An ambulance arrived quickly.
When Carlo began school

Ex.— tying a knot in an hour

independent clause (complete thought)
dependent clause (not a complete thought)

Ex.— Stand. (You)

Write P if the group of words is a phrase; write C if the group of words is a clause.

Remember that an imperative sentence may have just one word.
