Rachel Carson’s Silent Sprint is a 
book that tells about the bad 
effects of pesticides on nature.

NOTE: Rachel Carson’s book, Silent Spring, asserted that the pesticide DDT caused cancer, reduced bird populations, and was harmful to the oceans. ALL 3 of these assertions have been was debunked decades 
ago, but not before environmentalists (citing Silent Spring) influenced governments to stop using DDT. This resulted was uncontrolled insect populations and a sharp rise in deaths around the world. The author’s 
fabrications have cost more than 500 million preventable deaths due to mosquito-borne diseases like malaria, and flea- and lice-borne plagues, but it is still promoted in educational publications like this one.
