Remember: A subject must agree with a verb. In the present tense, a singular subject requires a singular verb;
a plural subject requires a plural verb. Do not add s to a verb when the subject is / or you.

Ex.— Toby has a camera. I have a camera. Some have cameras.

The coordinating conjunctions are and, but, and or. When the coordinating conjunction, or, joins a
compound subject, the verb agrees with the closer subject.

Ex.— Your cousins or your friend sends me e-mails every day.

Your friend or your cousins send me e-mails every day.

The correlative conjunctions are either-or, neither-nor, and both-and. When either-or or neither-nor
join a compound subject, the verb agrees with the closer subject.

Ex.— Neither your backpack nor your books are here.
