5. Why is it a sin to think irrationally (Chapter 3)?
Thinking irrationally means thinking in a way that does not conform to reality, logic, or evidence. It can

lead to false beliefs, distorted emotions, and harmful actions. The Bible warns us about the dangers of
irrational thinking and the importance of renewing our minds with God’s truth.
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6. Inthe realm of logic, what is an argument (Chapter 4)?

An argument is a form of reasoning that aims to support a conclusion with evidence or reasons. An
argument consists of one or more premises and a conclusion.

7. Give an example of a logical argument. It should include two premises that are correctly
connected to a conclusion. Be sure your conclusion begins with a word such as “therefore,
so, it follows that, because these are true,” or some other phrase to indicate it is a
conclusion based on the premises.

Dogs are canines, canines are mammals, therefore all dogs are mammals. This argument has the
following logical form: A = B and B = C, therefore A = C. This form is called syllogism and it is a valid
argument form.

8. What is an inductive argument (Chapter 5)?

An inductive argument is a type of argument that uses specific observations, facts, or experiences
to draw a general conclusion.
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
