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Appearances in The Odyssey

In the book, “The Odyssey,” Homer reveals the stages of Odysseus’ character
development through changing his appearance or telling tales from different adventures in his
life.

Despite their ignorant teasing, Odysseus relies on the patience he
had been practicing ever since he was trapped on the island of Calypso and withstands every
insult, waiting until the perfect time to reclaim his home. It is here that we can see all of
Odysseus’ character development in action. All of his flaws have been corrected from his
journey, and this correction granted him absolute victory against the suitors. Odysseus was
always losing his men during his journey even if they were trained soldiers, while at the end of
the book, the only people standing by Odysseus are his son and a few servants. They’re far from

soldiers but they remained unscathed by the end of the brawl.
