Example: When we see news reports 
about homicides, child abductions, and 
other terrible crimes it can make us 
believe that these events are much more 
common and threatening to us than is 
actually the case.

This bias is closely related to the 
hindsight bias wherein you will tend to 
believe that an event was predictable all 
along once it has occurred. We have 
difficulty reconstructing our own prior 
mental states of confusion and ignorance 
once we have clear knowledge.
