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This American Heart Association course provides participants with the skills needed to provide First Aid, and Adult CPR/AED use. 
The First Aid portion includes the ability to identify, prevent, and respond to medical emergencies and situations requiring First 
Aid. The Adult CPR/AED portion provides participants with the ability to recognize and treat breathing and cardiac emergencies, 
assess the scene, call 911, perform adult CPR (compressions and breaths and use an AED when available until EMS arrives). All 
students are tested out on adult CPR skills and are required to do 2 minutes of CPR. This training includes instruction, hands-on 
practice, and an​ observed skills assessment under the direct supervision of a certified American Heart American Heart Association 
First Aid, CPR/AED instructor.
