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	 This is a choral ensemble lesson of a three-lesson unit from my student teaching 

experience. In this lesson, students learned the techniques of registration of their voices, and 

connected it to their previous chapters of breath, phonation, and resonation. They will then 

apply their knowledge after each lesson to their repertoire. I can incorporate Next Generation 

Science Standards into my lesson. The disciplinary core ideas of the life sciences and physical 

sciences. A life science standard could be “LS4: Biological Evolution: Unity and Diversity, 

explores “changes in the traits of populations of organisms over time” (NGS, 2019) to connect 

the biological development of tissue and its connection to the process of phonation. The 

beauty of vocal music is the multi-disciplinary core idea connection because students may 

explore the nature of sound, and the nature of their biological makeup.
