NBCT 2008 @ This lesson was developed from a desire to
introduce a musical unit through a story which gives an opportunity for more
science of sound exploration, inquiry, investigation, and creation with a variety of
technologies and to integrate STEAM. Prior to this lesson, the students will have
taken a sound field trip around school then recorded and collected sounds they
found using a variety of devices. With this unit students will be able to demonstrate
an understanding of timbre of sounds according to the way sounds are made,
methods of playing, how sounds can be combined and used in composition. @
Students will also have previously studied the sounds they recorded and how they
can recreate and use them in an imaginative composition

Following the Peace At last unit, students will develop sound stories further
with voice, body and classroom percussion, ipads and keyboards, working towards
writing their own story with their own graphic score of musical sound effects
created compositions. Students will work collaboratively to write their own graphic
scores of improvised sounds to accompany their story. Students will listen to
examples of other music that

Unit Description Describe the content from which this lesson comes from.

The unit, Peace At Last, integrates music, art, science, technology, and literature for
the enjoyment and education of students, through developing their use of sound
exploration, recording techniques, composition, and interpretation of musical sound
effects. Ultimately students will design their own compositions from techniques
discovered throughout the unit. @ Students will be able to explore, inquire,
investigate, improvise and record and create vocal and instrumental sounds for
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musical effects within the structure of a story. The story tells about Mr. Bear who
cannot sleep because of the sounds around him. With the use of instruments, the
students will turn this into a musical story as the text contains onomatopoeia which
gives great scope for musical interpretation. @ Students create meaning by adding
musical composition to a story they devise.

Essential Question

In what ways can we use and explore sounds and music in literature to enhance the
story and create greater meaning? How many ways can we see music?

Teacher Procedures

The conclusion Introductory Statement: Teacher will:- 1. Begin the lesson with
students marching into the tune of Following the Leader to get into a circle on the
floor. Teacher states what the goals are for the students learning by discussing the
rubric, telling students they will evaluate themselves, and review in words and
pictures requirements of the lesson. 2. Play sounds to review instrumental work
from the previous lesson. Do you remember last lesson students when we talked
about the guiro how it sounded like a frog, and cricket, and how the cabasa
sounded like leaves rustling? Well, we are going to use our knowledge to bring a
story alive with sounds.

Peace At Last 2nd-grade music. Groups listen to their recorded sounds and make
lists of adjectives, describing how they sound, and describing how the soundwaves
look. 3 Read the story to the class and show pictures. 4. Issue story sections to
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students and a small selection of instruments. 5. Give time for students to
practice and try ideas out. Remind students we can also use recorded sounds, voice
or body percussion if we don’t have an instrument that will work. 6. Rotate
among student groups observing practice time, interjecting if necessary. 7.

Initiate discussion with students about sounds chosen and suitability for the story.
What works well? What do we need to change? 8. Re-read the story with
students adding in their sounds for their section 9. Initiate question prompts for
student discussion of : Kinds of sounds are we looking for? What will work as a
musical sound effect? Can we represent parts of a story in sound? Can we start and
stop playing within the structure of a story? Conduct a short class discussion to
evaluate student successes, and revisit rubric. Conclusion is begun with singing
What Did We Do Today? Allow time for students to send in Corkboard comments
padlet.com Student Tasks List and number what the students will do as a result of
the teacher’s instruction. Students will: 1. Review sounds of instruments and what
they thought about them. 2. Follow along with the teacher telling the story ‘Peace
At Last’. 3. Be grouped with peers of no more than 5, and a small selection of
instruments will be placed with each group. Students are given 5 minutes to find

Peace At Last 2nd-grade music sounds from the given selection to accompany the
story in such a manner they find suitable. 4. Students listen and discuss sounds
chosen to monitor and adjust if necessary. 5. Students present their chosen sounds
to the class as teacher retells the story. 6. Students discuss how their music added
meaning to the story and evaluate themselves with the rubric.
