
Scavenger Hunt

I created a 2-week unit plan for teaching Gene Action: DNA structure and Replication. The 
current lesson is based on the NGSS for my Biology class. However, I want to modify the plan 
and add Art standards. I want to add art standards from National Core Arts Standards or New 
Jersey Visual and performing arts standards. (NJSLS-VPA). Adding art standards would be 
another dimension in my technical lesson plan, and students will look forward to integrating the 
art form of their choice.

All subject teachers can teach creativity with the knowledge and skills of the subject domains. In 
my biology class, we will start the chapter about "The Structure of DNA and DNA Replication." 
Students will be provided a choice to use one from various art forms (3D Model, painting, 
spoken word poetry, music, moving image documentary) for creating a Double Helix model 
showing DNA components, sequencing, Replication, and mutation. 

This art integration could tie into multiple anchor standards as mentioned below and includes all 
artistic processes creating, presenting, responding, connecting. The lessons could integrate art 
standards as follows -
Anchor Standard # 1 Conceptualizing and generating ideas.
Anchor Standard # 3. Refine and complete artistic ideas and work.
Anchor Standard # 5. Develop and refine artistic technique and work for presentation.
Anchor Standard # 6. Convey meaning through the presentation of artistic work.
Adding a dimension of expression by art is an excellent form for differentiating instruction. 
Students will get the opportunity to select and grow by four dimensions of creativity. The project
will make a slightly boring technical lesson a more engaging, unique, unusual lesson that fosters 
fluency and flexibility. I would like to take some risks and allow students to be risk takers and be
creative in their composition.
