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Which Art standards could relate to a current lesson you teach and what lesson

would you modify?

Lesson: Geometric Figures: Triangles

With my 7th grade class, within their Geometry unit, students are taught the different

types of triangles, and how we can label triangles based on their side lengths, as well as

their angles. In the past, I’ve usually just reviewed these concepts by creating a graphic

organizer or powerpoint and having students take notes. I think in order for students to

better understand these concepts, I’d like to possibly tie in some music (maybe have

students learn lyrics to better remember the different varieties of triangle types), as well

as have students draw and create a finished product that incorporates the different

types of triangles that students have been learning about.

When I started looking into having students create something using triangles that have

been identified by both their angles and side lengths, this led me to a resource called

“Getting Artsy with Math and Technology” and is all about using low poly generators to

create shapes with just triangles. I think this would make for a great project that would

incorporate art into this lesson, and help the students connect better with the content.

There's a section of the resources that specifically discusses the creation of low poly

animals, and I think my 7th grade students would really enjoy that activity. There are

even extension lessons where instructions are given on how to take what students have

created, and bring them to life using a 3D printer. I’m not very familiar with 3D printing,

https://blog.tcea.org/getting-artsy-with-math-and-technology/


but I definitely think it’s something that I should look into further.
